Brief Introduction of ZZU

Founded in 1928, Zhengzhou University is the largest university in China
with 46 schools (offering 110 bachelor, 256 master and 127doctor programs),
72,000 students (57,000 undergraduate, 15,000 postgraduate and 1,800
international students), and nine affiliated teaching hospitals with 20,000
beds.
